Appreciation: Mark Antony’s Speech

The poem "Friends, Romans, Countrymen..." is a famous speech from William Shakespeare’s play Julius Caesar. It is a
funeral speech (eulogy) given by Mark Antony for his friend Caesar. The speech is written in blank verse, which means the
lines have a rhythm but do not rhyme. The main theme of this speech is the power of words to change people's minds.

Antony uses a clever trick called Irony. He calls Brutus an "honourable man™ many times. At first, the crowd believes it, but
slowly Antony shows that Brutus was wrong to Kill Caesar. He gives three reasons to prove Caesar was not ambitious:

1. Caesar brought money to the city's treasury.
2. He cried when he saw the poor people suffering.
3. He refused the king's crown three times.

Antony also uses Hyperbole (exaggeration) to show his sadness. He says, "My heart is in the coffin there with Caesar". He
asks Rhetorical Questions like "Was this ambition?" to make the people think for themselves. By the end of the speech, the
crowd changes their mind and wants to take revenge for Caesar's death. This speech is a great example of how a good

speaker can move a crowd's heart.

Comparison of Funeral Speeches: Brutus and Mark Antony

This lesson is from the play "Julius Caesar' by William Shakespeare. After Caesar is Killed, Brutus and Mark
Antony give speeches to the people of Rome. The main theme is the power of words. Both speakers try to win
the support of the crowd using different styles.

Brutus speaks first. He uses a very simple and logical style. His main point is that Caesar was ""ambitious'* and
would have become a slave-driver. He says he killed Caesar because he loved Rome more than his friend. He
uses imagery of freedom and slavery to talk to the people’s minds. But his speech is very short and lacks
emotion.

Mark Antony speaks next. He is much more clever. He uses irony by calling Brutus an "honourable man™ while
showing that Caesar was actually kind. He shows the crowd Caesar’s body and his "will" as visual imagery to
make them sad and angry. In my opinion, Antony’s speech is better because he touches the hearts of the people.
This shows that feelings are often more powerful than logic.
