The poem 'Mirror' is written by the famous American poet Sylvia Plath. The speaker in this poem is a mirror.

She feels
sad because she is growing old. She turns to the moon and candles, but the mirror calls them "liars" because
they hide the truth.

The mirror is personified because it talks
and thinks like a human. It uses a metaphor to call itself "the eye of a little god" because it is always truthful.
The mirror compares itself to a lake. At the end, there is a famous simile where an old woman's reflection rises
like a "terrible fish". The tone of the poem is very serious and honest. The poem teaches us that time passes
quickly and we cannot hide from the truth.
