The Renaissance, meaning "rebirth," refers to the revival of ancient Greco-Roman culture that began around the 14th century. Italy
was the cradle of this movement due to several unique factors:
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e Independent and Wealthy Cities (cruomiomauio MuI@O@OUIQI® NNE6ERUE): Italian cities like Florence, Venice, and
Milan were more independent and wealthy compared to the rest of Europe. These cities were centers of trade where
merchants were well-versed in banking, insurance, and technical skills like bookkeeping.

and the West. This caused an enormous flow of wealth into Italian cities, making them significantly richer than other
European centers.

the decline of feudalism and religious supremacy, giving rise to a new wealthy class. Families such as the Medici in Florence
and the Sforza in Milan became powerful patrons who supported the arts to leave a lasting legacy.
