e Two significant events in the 15th century launched geographical expeditions: the conquest of Constantinople by the Turks
and the arrival of the Portuguese at the Guinea Coast in Africa.
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e  After the Turks captured Constantinople, the primary trade route through which goods reached Europe was obstructed.
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e This led Europeans to explore new sea routes to reach Asia and access valuable commodities like pepper.
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e Portugal and Spain were the first to embark on expeditions, followed by the Netherlands, England, and France.
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e The geographical advantage of being located along the Atlantic coast contributed to these nations' involvement in global
exploration.
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o Factors that enabled successful expeditions included the building of advanced ships, the invention of the compass, and royal
patronage.
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e Strong military power, experience in seafaring, and advances in cartography and astronomy were also crucial factors.
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e The Portuguese began their African conquest in 1415 by capturing Ceuta, which became a vital granary for them.
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e  Successfully navigating Cape Bojador in 1434 allowed explorers to trade in gold and slaves along the African coast.
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e In 1488, Bartolomeu Dias reached the Cape of Good Hope but had to return due to rough sea conditions.
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e In 1498, Vasco da Gama successfully sailed around Africa and reached Kappad in Kozhikode, India.
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e In 1492, Christopher Columbus reached the Bahamas Islands with the financial aid of King Ferdinand and Isabella of Spain.
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e This journey led to the discovery of the "New World," which was later named America.
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e Several other important expeditions took place during this period, including Pedro Alvares Cabral reaching Brazil and John
Cabot reaching Newfoundland.
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e Ferdinand Magellan was the first to circumnavigate the globe through the oceans.

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e The Atlantic coast emerged as the most important trade route, leading to a decline in Mediterranean trade.
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e Large parts of the Americas, Africa, and Asia came under European invasion and colonisation.
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e Europeans made efforts to monopolise the trade of pepper and other spices from Asia.

e Gold and silver were transported in large quantities from South America to Europe, with some wealth eventually
reaching India.
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A triangular trade system was developed, connecting Europe, Africa, and the Americas.
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The influx of gold and silver into Europe increased the use of currency and accelerated monetisation.
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Over time, the dominance of Portugal and Spain declined, and countries like England, the Netherlands, and France
took their place.
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France and England eventually surpassed the Netherlands and established colonies across Asia, Africa, and the
Americas.
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The American regions once controlled by Spain and Portugal came to be known as Latin America.
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The world witnessed intense rivalry between England and France as they sought to maximise financial gains through
colonisation.
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Mercantilism is an economic policy where a nation's wealth is measured by the amount of gold and silver it possesses.
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European nations competed to accumulate wealth by reducing imports and increasing exports.
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The primary aim of Portuguese colonial policy was to break the Arab monopoly over the Asian spice trade.
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Spain governed its colonies directly under the King, focusing on extracting gold and silver from the Americas.
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e While the Dutch and English traded through joint-stock companies, the Spanish and Portuguese kings controlled
trade directly.
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e English and Dutch companies reinvested their profits into business, contributing to the growth of industries.
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o Slavery and the slave trade in Africa were significant consequences of European colonisation.
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e Wealth was extracted from the colonies and flowed into European countries.
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e Natives lost their economic and political rights over their own regions.

Reason for Colonies: Industrialized nations needed more raw materials (like rubber) than they could find within their own
borders.
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Maximizing Profit: Industrial capitalists tried to increase profits by increasing production and keeping workers' wages very
low.
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Need for New Markets: Since low-wage workers couldn't afford to buy many goods, European countries looked for markets
abroad to sell their products.
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Definition of Imperialism: Industrialized nations established political control over other countries to secure raw materials
and a market for their goods.
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Major Imperial Powers: By the late 19th century, England and France were the dominant powers, later joined by Germany,
Italy, Belgium, the USA, and Japan.
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Consequences: Competition between old and new imperial nations for colonies led to major conflicts in the 20th century.
