1. ""The Seedling' (Poem)

The Seedling is an encouraging poem by Paul Laurence Dunbar about a tiny seed buried in
the dark ground. Instead of staying there, the seed decides to work hard and grow. It pushes
through the soil to reach the sunlight and slowly becomes a beautiful flower. The poem tells
children to be like this seedling—always do your best and work hard, and you will find
success and "beauty" in life.
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2. ""Another Day in Paradise'" (Song)

Another Day in Paradise is a heart-touching song by Phil Collins about a poor, homeless
woman who asks for help on a cold street. A man walks past her and pretends he cannot hear
her because he feels embarrassed. The song tells us to "think twice" because while we live
comfortably in "paradise,” others are suffering nearby. It teaches us to be kind and not ignore

people who are struggling.
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3. ""Friends, Romans, Countrymen...”" (Dramatic Speech)



Friends, Romans, Countrymen is a famous speech from the play Julius Caesar by William
Shakespeare. After Caesar is killed, his friend Mark Antony speaks to a large crowd. He uses
very clever words to make the people feel sad for Caesar and angry at the killers. He keeps
calling the killers "honourable men™ in a sarcastic way to show they were actually wrong. It

shows how powerful words can be in changing people's minds.
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The Wild Swans at Coole by W. B. Yeats

‘The Wild Swans at Coole’ is a beautiful poem by W. B. Yeats about nature and getting
older. The poet visits a park in the fall and sees fifty-nine swans on a lake. He
remembers seeing them nineteen years ago. He feels a little sad because his life has
changed a lot since then, but the swans still look young and strong. He uses simple
words like "still sky" and "brimming water" to show how peaceful the park is. The
main idea of the poem is that while people grow old and change, the beauty of

nature stays the same.
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Mirror by Sylvia Plath

Mirror is a beautiful poem by Sylvia Plath . The poem is special because the mirror itself is
speaking. The mirror says it is "silver and exact” and always tells the truth. It does not have



any feelings; it just shows what it sees. In the second part, the mirror is like a lake. A woman
looks into it to see her face. She is sad because she sees herself getting older. She feels like
her youth is "drowning™ and old age is coming toward her like a "terrible fish." The poem
teaches us that time passes quickly and we cannot hide from the truth of growing old.
